Healthcare

Community Services

Elk Point has a full range of services that includes two grocery 
and several convenience stores, bakery, pharmacies, clothing 
and variety stores, major hardware store (Rona), tire and 
automotive supply outlets, motels, hotel, laundromat, a full 
service R.V. Park and numerous restaurants. The Town also 
features excellent emergency services:

A 27-member volunteer fire department;

A local RCMP new detachment facility; and

Prairie EMS Ambulance Service serving Elk Point and the 
surrounding area.

Recreation

The Town of Elk Point offers a variety of recreational and leisure 
opportunities for people of all ages, including the Elk Point Golf 
and Country Club (9 holes) and the Agricultural Society Riding 
Barn and Fair Grounds. Other sports and recreation facilities 
offered in the community include an upgraded ice arena, five 
ball diamonds, gymnasiums, senior recreational facility, tennis 
courts, a curling rink, community hall, and a performing arts 
theatre.
